1st Grade Cluster 2: Number Relationships


· (Use ten frames and models)  Ann has 2 full ten frames and one with 4.  How much does she have altogether? How much would she have if she filled 2 more ten frames? 

· How many different ways can you represent the number 36?

· Name a number that comes between 14 and 19.  Name a number that comes between 25 and 31.

· Do “what’s my number” activities using a 50 chart.  As numbers are eliminated through questioning, have students mark the numbers on a 50 chart.  

· Jen is making a pattern necklace.  She strings blue bead, white bead, blue bead, white bead.  What color will the eighth bead be?

· Miguel, Sarah, and Timmy ran a race.  Miguel finished in 23 seconds.  Sarah finished in 21 seconds. Timmy finished in 25 seconds.  Tell the order in which they crossed the finish line.  

· Five children are lining up for the movies.  Ana is last in line, and Kevin is first.  If Greg is next to Ana, and Wendy is third in line, where is Kim? Draw a picture to show your answer. 

· Read the clues and solve the riddles:

A. I am greater than 5, but less than 7.  What number am I?

B. I am less than 14, but greater than 10.  I am an even number.  What number am I?

C. I am an odd number.  I am greater than 1, but less than 7.  I am not the number of fingers on a hand.  What number am I?

· Lucy is five years old.  Nina is twelve.  Adam is seven and Devon is two.  Draw a picture of the children showing them in order from youngest to oldest. 

· Four children had a race.  Margie won and Lia was last.  Cali came in after Lon.  Draw a picture to show the race, and then answer the following questions. 

A. Who was in first place?

B. Who was in fourth place?

C. What place as Cali in?

D. What place was Lon in?

-to practice the use of different strategies when solving problems
