· Use the graph to answer the question below:

A. What other scale could you use?  Which scale would be best? Why?

B. If half of the students who voted for Gerbil changed their vote to hermit crab, how would the graph change?

C. Add your choice to the data.  Display the new data in a different graph or table.  
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· Mr. Gordon, has opened a ball shop.  Make a pictograph that shows four volleyballs, six soccer balls, four more basketballs than soccer balls, and five more baseballs than volleyballs.  Make each picture equal two.
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· This graph shows how many pencils five students in Mrs. Alread’s class had in their desks one day last week.  Based on this information, about how many pencils would you expect to find in the desks of the entire class of 20 kids?
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· Take a handful of coins.  Display your results on a graph.  *This can be opened ended: Individuals can make the graphs, table groups can make the graphs, the graphs can display values or number of like coins.

· Have your students do an activity for one minute (jumping jacks, sit-ups, pick up popcorn with chopsticks, throw and catch a ball with a partner, etc.).  Students must keep track of how many times they did the activity during the minute.  Have students create a line plot to show the data for their group.

 problem


-to practice the use of different strategies when solving problems
