VOCABULARY
Associative Property: The way addends are grouped doesn’t change the sum.    
Example: (2 + 5) + 8 = 2 + (5 + 8) 
Commutative Property: The order of the addends doesn’t change the sum. Example: 3 + 7 = 7 + 3

Identity Property:  When a number is added to 0 the sum is that number.  Example:  9 + 0 = 9
Inverse operations: Two operations that “undo” each other (e.g., addition and subtraction).
Example:  5 + 2 = 7 and 7 – 2 = 5

Standard Form:  A number written with one digit for each place value and commas separating periods.

Example:  214,983
Word Form:  A number written in words showing place value.  
Example:  Three hundred fifty-eight

Expanded form:

A way to write a number that shows the place value of each digit.  

Example:  789= 700 + 80 + 9
