“Cooking” in Math
Materials: Cooking pot, large spoon, measuring cup, large    

                 dried beans, such as lima beans, or dried pasta

· Partner A measures a cup of beans or pasta, pours it into the cooking pot, and stirs, pretending to cook. 

· Partner B says, “Hmm, smells good! How many beans did you cook?”

· Together, the partners place the beans in groups of 10 to count them. The last group may have fewer than 10. Then the children count the beans by 10s and count on by 1s for the last group.

· Partners switch roles and repeat.
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
