50 Buttons
Materials: buttons or beads, string, index cards, paper cups

· Have children make 3 cups of 10 red buttons and 2 cups of 10 blue buttons.

· Then have them string 10 buttons at a time, alternating colors: 10 red, 10 blue, 10 red, 10 blue.

· Between every ten, have the children count how many buttons there are, write the number on an index card, and attach the card to the string.

· When all of the buttons are strung, help children count by 10’s to fifty.

· Do the same activity but count by 5’s.
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
