Making Greater Numbers

Materials: paper, collectibles such as toothpicks, cotton balls or pom-poms, glue

· Give each child a piece of paper with a numeral between 20-30 (or 25-50) written on it. Then give each child an ample amount of one item of collectibles.
· Ask children to count out the number of objects that matches the numeral on their paper. Check their work.

· Have children glue the objects to the paper.

· The children may glue their objects to make a picture of something.

OR

   The children could glue them in an organized manner  

   by counting by 5’s or 10’s.
