Making Numbers with Straws

Materials: A large quantity of straws

                 Twist ties or rubber bands



  Index cards labeled with a number from 20-50

Directions:

1. Player 1 chooses an index card and reads the number aloud to Player 2.

2. Player 1 uses the straws to show the quantity on the card. Player 1 combines groups of 10s and binds them together with the twist ties or rubber bands.

3. Player 2 counts the straws aloud. If the quantity matches the card number, Player 1 keeps the card. If not, Player 2 keeps the card.

4. Switch roles and play the game again until all the cards are drawn. The player with the most cards wins.
