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1. Fill a cup with two digit numbers on number cubes (either the same number on all sides of the cube or different numbers).  Students shake the cup, dump it out and then place the number cubes in order (sequence).

2. Fill a cup with various representations of a number (ten frame form, base ten, standard form) on pieces of paper.  Students shake the cup, dump out the contents and then match the standard form to the set.

3. Fill a cup with multiples of 5 written on white kidney beans.  The student shakes the cup, dumps it out and then puts the beans in order to show counting by 5.

4. Fill a cup with multiples of 10 written on white kidney beans.  The student shakes the cup, dumps it out and then puts the beans in order to show counting by 10.
