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Dear Families,
During the month of May, students in grades K-5 will be completing a CCPS May Mathematics Benchmark Assessment.  This is an opportunity for your child to show all that he or she has learned in math during the school year.  The assessment will include each cluster that has been taught since January, as well as problems that will allow students to apply what they’ve learned and explain their thinking.

Your child will spend some time reviewing concepts in class, however reviewing at home is very important!  On the back of this letter you will find an April/May 2009 calendar.  For each day of the month, there is a question, problem, or activity for your child to do at home that will help to review past clusters.  Please work with your child each day to review and talk about the concept.  If a problem seems very challenging, work with your child first on a simpler version of the problem, then go back to the original problem.  Encourage your child to explain to you what they know and to show their thinking using words, numbers, and pictures. .  Please initial each day of the calendar as your child completes each task.  Your initials will indicate that your child not only did the task, but that you also talked about it together and/or looked at their work and that they did it correctly.  The May Benchmark Assessments will be given during the last weeks of the month for grades 1-5.  If you have any questions, please contact your child’s teacher.  
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If your child returns his or her calendar to his or her teacher with all of the days initialed by May 29th, your child’s name will be included in a raffle for some fun prizes!  One name will be drawn at each grade level.  We hope you will enjoy letting your child show you how much they’ve learned.
