Students need to:


Review identifying and naming of two-dimensional figures (circle, triangle, square)


Review comparing and describing of two-dimensional figures (circle, triangles, squares)


Identify and name 3 dimensional figures (cone, cube, cylinder, sphere) and compare them with real world objects


Compare and describe attributes of three-dimensional figures such as cones, cubes, cylinders, and spheres


Begin to recognize a transformation


Recognize a slide using concrete materials
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Ways Parents Can Help


Ask your child to identify different shapes in your house.  For example, have your child locate an object that looks like a square, a circle, a triangle, etc. Have your child compare the objects and discuss the attributes.  For example, a plate is a circle and it is round, a can of soup is a cylinder and it can roll.
