Introducing the numbers 0-10


Students need to:





Use one-to-one correspondence and rote counting to determine how many objects are in a set of up to 10 objects


Identify, describe, and create sets of up to 10 objects using concrete materials (ten frames)


Match a numeral to a set 0-10


Use ordinal words to indicate position such as first, next, last


Use one-to-one correspondence to identify, describe, and compare sets of concrete objects using language such as “more than,” “less than,” or “same as”


Count and discuss quantity 0-10


Count to 10


Explore relationships by comparing groups of no more than 10 objects to determine more or less�
�






Ways Parents Can Help





Practice counting forwards and backwards with your child


Practice putting number cards in order


Count things around the house (steps, toys, food items…)


Use a die to see if your child can name the number without counting the dots


Practice writing the numbers up to 10


Build sets together using things around the house 


While in the car challenge your child to find a certain number of an object.  For example, have your child find 6 blue cars or 8 blue trucks.
