One Teacher/One Mathematics Group Using Tiered Assignments

· This model assumes that the classes have been formed using preassessment information from each cluster.  As a result of this information, it becomes clear that there are differences in what students already know and need to learn.  Making the mathematics class purposeful and flexible are the keys with this model.

What Does It Look Like?

1. Whole class warm-up to assess knowledge for tiered assignment.  (10 min.)

2. Content lesson is presented.  Content could be on any tier depending on the students involved.  (15 min.)

3. Tiered assignments in groups.  (Mini lesson may be needed in upper tiers. Circulate and assess understanding on concept.)  (20 min.)

4. Review content learned. (5-10 min.)

5. Assign homework (which may be tiered as well), circulate to check understanding and give whole class closure. (5 min.)
