










Teachers select a top group of students using the following information: 


Teacher recommendation 


January and May benchmark assessment scores


Cluster posttests


MSA data


CTB scores


*Articulation meetings between grade levels will occur in May or June.





All students in top group(s) are given the CCPS Advanced Diagnostic Inventory. 


Information gained from this assessment should be used with the other criteria mentioned above to help identify children who will be taught the Advanced Mathematics Benchmarks in grade 3, 4, and 5.





Student is instructed using the advanced benchmarks. Teacher administers the advanced pretest to gather information for instruction. The advanced level posttest should be administered to students instructed at this level.





May





All information is reexamined and a recommendation is made about the child’s placement.  





Student is given on-grade pretests throughout the year. If the student shows evidence that he/she is ready for instruction at the advanced level for a cluster, than he/she is instructed at the advanced level and given the advanced posttest for that cluster. Otherwise he/she is instructed and assessed using grade level benchmarks and assessments. 





Student shows strong evidence of readiness for the advanced benchmarks.





Student shows moderate evidence of readiness for the advanced benchmarks.





Student shows weak evidence of readiness for the advanced benchmarks.





Student is placed in advanced curriculum.





Student is placed in on-grade level curriculum.





Things to remember:


Students instructed using the advanced benchmarks may or may not be identified for the Gifted and Talented Program.


Cluster posttests should be administered at the level of instruction.


January and May benchmark assessments will be administered on grade level regardless of instructional level.


Students instructed using the advanced benchmarks for the majority of the marking period should be marked above grade level on their report cards.


Resource teachers from the Gifted and Talented team and the Mathematics Office will be providing instructional support to the classroom teachers who will be teaching the students in the advanced groups.
