Use this worksheet for reviewing polygons and their names.  Use baggies of polygon shapes for each student or a group of students, triangle, square, rectangle, hexagon, octagon, pentagon (they need not be regular polygons—include both so students understand that any figure with 8 sides is an octagon they don’t all look like stop signs.)  Include a circle and cardboard with an open figure and a figure with curved sides drawn on it.  Have them trace/draw the shapes they pull from the baggie, count the sides and angles.  Decide if it is a polygon or not and name it.  This helps to prepare students to draw polygons.  Follow with drawing polygons using dot paper, then free hand.
