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Represent whole numbers to 1,000 on a number line.

1. Give students a warm-up to see how many of them understand how a number line is used. 

2. Create a human number line. Have 11 students. Students will hold 0, 100, 200, 300, 400, 500, 600, 700, 800, 900, and 1, 000. 

3. A student in the class will pick a number and find where it goes on the number line. 

4. If the number is 420, I will pull the 400 and 500 out. We will identify where the student number will go between the base numbers.

5. Then I will teach them 3 points that will help them determine where the number should be placed on the number line: 25, 50, 75  (Guidelines)

6. I will have students come to the board and identify where a number should be placed on a number line.
