Circles and Stars

Roll a red die and a green die.  Let the number shown on the red die be the first factor, and the number shown on the green die be the second factor.  Multiply these two factors together to get the product.

*The first factor will tell how many circles (groups) to draw.

*The second factor will tell how many stars to put in each circle.

*The total number of stars will be your product (answer).

1)  Draw a picture using circles and stars to represent the 

   multiplication fact you created.

2)  Write down the multiplication number sentence and the

   addition number sentence that go with your picture.

Example:        red die – 3        green die – 4





3 x 4 = 12  

4 + 4 + 4 = 12
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
