Compare and Order Fractions

NCTM Standard: 1,2,6,8,10

Essential Question: How can part to whole relationships (fractional values) be represented and compared?

Objective: We will look at the numerator and denominator in order to compare and order fractions.  

Warm-up: In your journal explain how to write a fraction in simplest form.  Then include an example.  

Procedure:

1. Call on a couple of volunteers to come up.  Have fractions written on index cards.  Have them line up according to order.  

2. Call up to floor and compare fractions.  

3. Have them work with a partner and each partner writes 9 fractions on boxes.  They can take turns arranging fractions from least to greatest, and greatest to least.  

4. Hand out seatwork.

5. Call a reteach group if needed.  

Assessment: Write two fractions on the board and have them indicate the larger of the two.
