Estimating Products:

To estimate a product, round the greater factor so you can multiply mentally.

Example:



6 x 725        Think: 6 x 700 = 4,200



3 x 45          Think: 3 x 50 =150



8 x $4,612   Think: 8 x $5,000 = $40,000

*  Estimates can be used when an exact answer is not necessary, or they can be used to check the reasonableness of an exact answer.
