Customary unit- measurement unit including inches, and miles etc. (See below)  

· Students should be able to estimate and measure to the nearest ¼ of an inch with a ruler.  

· Students should be able to estimate and measure capacity to the nearest ounce using pints, quarts, and gallons.

Equivalent Customary Units of Measurement

12 inches (in.) = 1 foot (ft.)

3 feet (ft.) = 1 yard (yd.)

1,760 yards (yd) = 1 mile (mi.)

Capacity:

8 fluid ounces (fl oz) = 1 cup (c)

2 cups (c) = 1 pint (pt)

2 pints (pt) = 1 quart (qt)

4 quarts (qt) = 1 gallon

Weight:

16 ounces (oz) = 1 pound (lb)

Metric unit- measurement unit including millimeter, centimeter, etc. (See below) Students should be able to measure to the nearest millimeter with a ruler.

· Students should be able to estimate and measure weight and mass with a scale to the nearest gram

Equivalent Metric Units of Measurement

10 millimeters (mm) = 1 centimeter (cm)

10 centimeters (cm) = 1 decimeter (dm)

10 decimeters (dm) = 1 meter (m)

1,000 meters = (m) = 1 kilometer (km)

Perimeter- add the length of the shape’s sides.

Area- the number of square units needed to cover a 2-dimensional figure.  It can also be found by multiplying length times width.

Volume- the amount of space that a 3-dimensional figure takes up and is measured in cubic units.  It can be found by multiplying length x width x height.





Volume= 5 cm x 5cm x 5cm= 125 cm cubed.
Elapsed time- Students should be able to determine elapsed or end time to the nearest minute.
