5. Twenty-two pumpkins were used to make eighteen pies. If each pie was split into six pieces, how many pieces are there altogether?

6. Noah needs to set up enough tables so that thirty-seven people can eat at a Thanksgiving dinner. Each table sits three on each side and one on each end of the table. How many tables are needed?
