Communicative Property of Multiplication
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When multiplying, the order of the factors does not change the product.

5 x 15 = 15 x 5 = 75

4.2 x 6.1 = 6.1 x 4.2 = 25.62
Identity Property of Multiplication
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The product of any factor and 1 equals the factor.

23 x 1 = 23

6.87 x 1 = 6.87

Associative Property of Multiplication
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The way factors are grouped does not change the product.

(7 x 4) x 25 = 7 x (4 x 25) = 700

(8.3 x 1.1) x 0.6 = 8.3 x (1.1 x 0.6) = 5.478

Zero Property of Multiplication
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The product of any factor and 0 equals 0.

913 x 0 = 0

23.945 x 0 = 0

Distributive Property of Multiplication
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To multiply a sum by a number, you can multiply each addend by the number and add the products.

5 x $47 = 5 x (40 + 7)

= (5 x 40) + (5 x 7)

= 200 + 35 = $235
