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	Acute
	An angle measuring less than 90 degrees

	Angles
	A figure formed by two rays with the same endpoint

	Circle
	A closed, curved 2-dimensional figure having all points on the circle an equal distance from the center

	Cone
	A solid figure that has one flat circular base, a curved lateral surface, and a vertex

	Congruent Figures
	Figures that have the same shape and size

	Coordinate Plane
	A plane formed by two intersecting and perpendicular number lines called axes

	Cube
	A solid figure with six congruent square faces

	Cylinder
	A solid figure that has two flat, circular bases and a curved lateral surface

	Diameter
	A line segment that passes through the center of a circle and has its endpoints on the circle

	Edges
	The line segment where two faces of a solid figure meet

	Faces
	A polygon that is a flat surface of a solid figure

	Horizontal Line
	A line that goes horizontally

	Line
	A straight path that goes on forever in opposite directions; it has no endpoints

	Line Segment
	Part of a line; it has two endpoints

	Obtuse
	An angle whose measure is greater than 90° and less than 180°

	Ordered Pairs
	A pair of numbers used to locate a point on a coordinate plane; the first number tells how far to move horizontally and the second number tells how far to move vertically



	Parallel Lines
	Lines that are always the same distance apart and never intersect

	Parallelogram
	A quadrilateral whose opposite sides are parallel and congruent

	Perpendicular Lines
	Lines that intersect to form 90-degree (right) angles

	Point
	A exact location in space

	Protractor
	A tool used for measuring or drawing angles

	Quadrilateral
	A polygon with four sides

	Radius
	A line segment with one endpoint at the center of a circle and the other endpoint on the circle

	Ray
	Part of a line; it begins at its endpoint and goes on forever in only one direction

	Rectangle
	Parallelogram with four right angles

	Rectangular Prism
	A polyhedron with two congruent, parallel bases; its lateral faces are rectangles; a prism is named for the shape of its bases

	Rectangular Pyramid
	A solid figure whose one base is a polygon and whose other faces are triangles that have a common vertex

	Reflection
	A transformation that involves flipping a figure over a line

	Rhombus
	A parallelogram with four congruent sides

	Right
	An angle formed by perpendicular lines, line segments, or rays and with a measure of 90°

	Rotation
	A transformation that involves turning a figure around a point

	Similar Figures
	Figures with the same shape but not necessarily the same size

	Solid
	A three-dimensional figure

	Square
	A rectangle with 4 equal sides

	Translation
	A transformation that involves the movement of a figure along a straight line

	Trapezoid
	A quadrilateral with one pair of parallel sides

	Triangle
	A polygon with three sides

	Triangular Prism
	A solid figure that has two congruent, polygon-shaped bases, and other faces that are all rectangles

	Triangular Pyramid
	A solid figure with a polygon base and all other faces triangles that meet at a common vertex

	Vertical Line
	A line that runs vertically

	Vertices
	Where the two rays of an angle come together at the endpoint
