1.
Each student will receive one bag of supplies, and a handout with directions.

2.
Count out 30 marshmallows from your bag.  

3.
From your set of 30 marshmallows, decide what fraction of your set you will use for the head of the snowman, the mid section and the bottom.  Use your marshmallows on the picture to help you decide.

4.
Once you have decided the fraction of the set that will be used for each section, record the numerator for each fraction.

5.
Now you can finish your snowman.  Add pretzel sticks for arms, chocolate chips for the eyes and mouth, etc.  Be creative!

6.
When you have finished making your snowman, have the teacher check your work.  

7.
After the teacher says to do so, you may remove the food items from your snowman.  Draw in circles for each of the marshmallows that you remove.  
8.
Design your snowman using markers, crayons or colored pencils, so you can take him home.

9.
