
Teacher directions:  Each child completing this activity will need a large sheet of paper (12” x 18” or so) divided / folded into thirds (12” x 6” sections).  Copy the headings below and have them glued to the top of each child’s chart.  You will also need to have templates available for students to trace.  A page, “Shape Templates – Clown Activity,” is included if needed.  Be sure to copy it on cardstock before cutting out the shapes.

Additional Ideas:





You may want to have the students go back and color each shape according to an attribute.  Instead of saying, “Color all triangles blue,” say, “Color all shapes with 3 sides blue.”  For squares, you could say, “Color all shapes with 4 sides of equal length red.”





Have students count the total number of each shape used for all 3 pictures.





Connect the activity to solid geometric figures by discussing how a model of the clown could be built. Have students share what everyday objects could be used for the head, body, etc.  Students could actually build the clown out of recyclables!
