The activity above is similar to a scavenger hunt.  As your child solves each of the clues above, an “X” can be place in the box.  By using an old shoe box or a bag, your child can collect the items that go with the clues and bring them to school on the due date to share!  To keep this step manageable, a photo, magazine picture, or student illustration of the item/s is allowed. The goal is for your child to solve as many clues as he/she can.  Although all clues should be attempted, not all clues need to be solved!





Once the clues have been solved, and the items are in the box / bag, see if your child can go back and locate the item for each clue.  For example, say, “Show me what you have that shows one less than six.”  You may even want to label each item with the clue if your child has difficulty.
