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Copy on cardstock.  Cut for 9 cards.





Tic – Tac - Toe


Number of Players:  2, 3, or 4


Object of the Game:  to be the first player to get tic-tac-toe


Directions


Each player needs a tic-tac-toe board.


Place all of the numbered squares in a shared pile for players to use as markers to cover their boards.


Place all problem strips face down.


Taking turns, a player turns over a problem strip.  All players solve the problem and cover the problem on their boards with the correct number square.


Game continues until a player has tic-tac-toe … 3 in a row!


Variation:  For step 4 above, only the player who turns over the problem strip is allowed to mark his or her board.  Problem strips will need to be reused if this variation is played.





Game pieces:  4 game boards, numbered squares,  9 problem strips
