Kindergarten Mathematics – Cluster 2





Introducing the numbers 0-10


Students need to:


Represent numeric quantities to model addition and subtraction expressions with a value of no more than 10


Represent relationships by comparing groups of no more than 10 objects


Model and name the value of missing part in a part-part whole situation using no more than 10 manipulatives


Describe addition using the terms and, add, plus, join and equal


Identify and represent whole numbers up to 10 on a number line


Construct relationships between and among quantities using the language more than, less than, fewer than, as many as, one more and one less


Demonstrate cardinality by answer of how many


Build meaning for number using 5 and 10 frames


Use concrete materials to build sets 0-10


Use concrete materials to compose (put together) and decompose (take apart) quantities up to 10


Match a numeral to a set; identify and record numerals to 10


Count to 10 and count backward from 10


Use ordinal numbers to indicate position: first through fifth


Identify and name the value of pennies, nickels and dimes


Model addition by combining sets of concrete objects and describe the results using words and pictures


Model subtraction by separating sets of concrete objects and describe the results using words and pictures


Solve a given story problem that is based on combining and separating


Write an equation showing addition or subtraction


Subitize to 10 (instant recognition of quantity without counting i.e. dot cards, ten frames, dot cubes)


Choose the coin named from a given set of mixed coins


Use money in real life situations such as a classroom store


Continue comparing and describing data from graphs (cluster 1)











Ways Parents Can Help





Practice counting forwards and backwards with your child


Talk about what you will do first, second…


Use toys/stuffed animals and talk about their position (first, second…)


Practice putting number cards in order


Count things around the house (steps, toys, food items…)


Use a die to see if your child can name the number without counting the dots


Practice writing the numbers up to 10


Build sets together using things around the house 


Practice adding and subtracting things around the house (i.e 3 red grapes and 3 green grapes – how many grapes in all or start with 6 grapes eat two – how many are left)


Practice counting and adding pennies
