Kindergarten Mathematics – Cluster 3 advanced





geometry





Students need to:


Identify, name and compare plane geometric figures (triangles, circles, squares, rectangles and rhombi) by sorting and describing their attributes


Combine and subdivide squares and triangles


Sketch, trace and create models of circles, triangles, squares, rectangles and rhombi using a variety of materials including technology


Identify and describe objects that are congruent


Recognize slides, flips and turns using pictures and other simple objects


Show symmetry by building, cutting, folding and drawing simple shapes


Identify and compare solid geometric figures (cubes, spheres, cylinders, pyramids, cones and rectangular prisms)


Sort and describe geometric figures by their attributes (number of sides, corners, flat, curved)


Identify the number of flat faces on a geometric figure


Relate solid geometric figures to their plane geometric counterparts (ex. Square to cube)


Use direction, location and position words right and left


Identify pattern is real world situations


Create and extend patterns using models (symbols, shapes, designs, pictures and with movement


Transfer a repeating pattern from one medium to a different medium using no more than three different objects








Ways Parents Can Help





Hunt for shapes in your world that are three-dimensional. Name those shapes and record on the chart below. What is the most common three-dimensional shape in our world?


Sort a set of building blocks and describe how the shapes are alike and different.


Take a tissue box, cereal box or other rectangular prism apart and see what two dimensional shapes make up this shape.


Cut out a set of plane (flat) shapes.  Rotate and move them around.  Demonstrate how shapes slide, flip and turn.


Draw a picture of your room or your house using only basic shapes (circles, squares, rectangles, and triangles).


Make a symmetrical picture. Draw a line down the middle of a piece of paper and paint some basic shapes on only one side. Fold the paper down the middle and open. See the symmetrical picture you have created.
