Kindergarten Mathematics – Cluster 4

Students need to:


Order, compare and describe objects by attributes of length/height, weight and capacity


Recognize time by identifying days of the week and by using the terms yesterday, today, tomorrow, morning, afternoon, night, before and after


Compare and describe temperature, such as, temperature in January as compared to temperature in July


Measure length of object and pictures of objects using non-standard units (paperclips, hands, feet…)


Explore and compare the capacity of containers using non-standard units (beans, blocks…)


Explore and compare objects according to their weight using a two-pan balance scale


Explore standard units (inches)


Solve a given story problem








Ways Parents Can Help





When holding or observing objects help your child to use words like heavier and longer.


When using bowls help your child to predict which one can hold more (capacity).  Have fun checking the prediction by using glasses of water to fill each bowl.


Talk about what you will do at certain times of the day using the words afternoon, at night, after lunch, before bed.


Discuss things you have already done or will do using the words Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday, Saturday, Sunday, yesterday, today, tomorrow.


Talk about temperature by discussing what clothing they might wear (i.e. when would you wear a bathing suit and when would you wear a heavy coat…)


Use hot and cold foods to talk about temperature - you could have them eat some ice cream or a popsicle and then drink some hot chocolate or warm tea and discuss the differences in temperature.
