Kindergarten Mathematics – Cluster 5





Introducing the Numbers 0-20


Students need to:


Represent numeric quantities (numbers) using concrete (objects), pictorial (pictures), and symbolic (digits) representation with a value of 0 – 20


Use double ten frames to show number relationships of zero to twenty


Represent relationships (greater than, less than) by comparing groups of no more than 20 objects


Identify and represent whole numbers up to 20 on a number line using manipulatives, symbols, and one-to-one correspondence


Extend the concept of number by developing its meaning


Construct relationships between and among quantities using the language more than, less than, fewer than, as many as, one more and one less


Demonstrate cardinality (the number of elements in a given mathematical set) by answering the question how many


Build meaning of number by using five frames, ten frames, and double ten frames


Use concrete materials to build sets of 0-20


Match a numeral to a set


Count to 20 and count by 5’s and 10’s to 20


Identify and name the value of pennies, nickels and dimes


Choose the coin named from a given set of mixed coins


Use money in real life situations such as a classroom store


Model addition by combining sets of concrete objects and describe the results using words and pictures


Model subtraction by separating sets of concrete objects and describe the results using words and pictures


Solve a given story problem that is based on the combining and separating of models


Write an equation showing addition and subtraction


Subitize (instant recognition of a quantity without counting) to 10 (i.e. on ten frames, dot cards, double ten frames, and dot cubes)


Identify and write numbers to 20


Recite numeric patterns orally


Use manipulatives with numeric qualities to build patterns


                          





Ways Parents Can Help


Help your child write the numerals from 0 -20, extra help may be needed for the numerals above 10.


Have your child build sets in different ways using everyday objects in the home.  For example, 6 boys and 8 girls are coming to a birthday party – use 6 crackers to represent the boys and 8 marshmallows to represent the girls – then ask how many are coming to the party altogether?


You can have them separate forks and spoons in the dishwasher and tell how many of each and then how many altogether.


Open a snack size bag of candy, or crackers and tell them they may have a certain number of pieces from the bag and then count how many are left – repeat with other numbers.


Continue to identify and tell the value of pennies, nickels and dimes whenever the opportunity arises to use money.


Try to use the phrases more than, less than, fewer than, as many as, one more than in talking about everyday objects.


Practice counting to 20 by 1’s, 5’s and 10’s.


Build sets of objects up to 20 and using numbers on cards have your child match the number to the set.


Play concentration using numeral cards, objects and something to cover (cup, plastic bowl…).  Place a given number of objects under a cover then place the corresponding numeral card under another cover and repeat with several different numbers – each player uncovers two things at a time to try and get a match (objects with numeral card), if no match next player goes, if they get a match record the number on a score sheet to see who can match the most numbers.
