Patterns and Graphs


Students need to:


Create and extend patterns using models (symbols, shapes, designs, pictures and with movement


Transfer a repeating pattern from one medium to a different medium using no more than three different objects


Identify pattern is real world situations


Gather data to answer a question


Collect data by conducting a survey


Collect, organize, display and interpret data using tally charts, picture graphs, bar graphs and tables


Use vocabulary words more and fewer in relation to interpreting graphs


Interpret data contained in picture graphs using a variety of categories with 1:1 intervals

Can Help





Point out and discuss patterns in your home such as tile work, patterns on clothing, or patterns in nature


Have your child repeat patterns such as clap, clap, stomp


Create patterns using Lego’s, coins or other objects


When reading the newspaper, share any graphs that appear


Discuss graphs that come home from work in school





Key Vocabulary


bar graph: compares numbers by comparing the lengths of different bars


data: information that has numbers


pattern: regularities in situations such as those in nature, events, shapes, designs, and sets of numbers


picture graph: symbols stand for a number


survey: the process of asking a group of people the same question


table: an organized way to list data.  Tables usually have rows and columns of data


tally marks: marks made to keep track of things being counted
