First Grade Mathematics – Cluster 10





measurement


Students need to:


Identify and use tools to measure:  calendar, thermometer, analog and digital clocks, ruler, spring scale and bathroom scale, cups and gallons


Read a calendar to identify days of the week and months of the year


Use tools to measure time to the hour, half hour and quarter hour, expose to five minute intervals


Compare the same time on analog and digital clocks to measure time to the hour, half hour and quarter hour


Describe objects by attributes such as length, weight, volume and capacity








Ways Parents Can Help


Tell time using an analog clock.


Compare the time on an analog clock to the time on a digital clock.


Use vocabulary such as o’clock, half hour and quarter hour when telling time.


When measuring items, have your child help.  Use measurement vocabulary.


Give your child a ruler.  Have him/her find items that are shorter than one inch or longer than one inch.  Find items that measure one foot.


Allow your child to play with measuring cups with water





Key Vocabulary


analog clock: a clock with a face and hands


balance: a scale with two pans used to equal the weight on each side


cup: a customary unit of capacity equal to 8 ounces 


degrees: units of temperature that are measured in either the Celsius or Fahrenheit scale


digital clock: a clock that uses numbers only


gallon: a customary unit of capacity equal to 4 quarts


half hour: a unit of time equal to 30 minutes


hour: a unit of time equal to 60 minutes


inch:  a customary unit of length, 12 inches = 1 foot


length: the distance from one point to another


measure: a comparison to some other know unit or to find the measure of something


minute: a unit of time equal to 60 seconds


non-standard: measurement using objects such as paper clips, cubes or other items that are not standard units of measurement


quarter hour: a unit of time equal to 15 minutes


ruler: a tool used to measure length in inches or one foot


scale: a tool used to measure weight in ounces or pounds


thermometer: a tool used to measure temperature in Fahrenheit or Celsius


time: seconds, minutes, hours, days, months, years


unit: a quantity used for measuring


volume: the number of cubic units of space a solid figure takes up


weight: a measure of how heavy an object is
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
