Students need to:





Identify, name, compare and determine the value of a given set of mixed coins through one dollar and use the knowledge to solve problems including adding and subtracting money.





Determine the value of a given set of coins up to $10.00.





Represent money amounts up to $10.00





Compare the value of two sets of coins up to $10.00.








Ways Parents Can Help





Show your child a coin and have them tell you the name of it.


Count a handful of coins taken from a piggy bank or coin jar.


Count a collection of mixed coins and dollar bills totaling less than $10.00.


Practice making a given amount of money different ways. (i.e. make 36 cents three different ways)


Practice making a given amount of money using the fewest number of coins.


Place a set of coins under a cup.  Tell your child how much money is under the cup and have him/her guess what coins you used.  You can give clues by telling how many coins you used or stating some of the coins.


Allow your child to use money at a store to purchase something and count out the exact coins and dollars for the item.


Put a collection of coins in a cup and toss them out onto the table.  Sort the coins into two piles, coins with heads up and coins with tails up.  Count each group and compare the amounts.  Which group has a greater value?


Set up a chore chart with your child and record the allowance received for each chore.  Using addition skills, keep a running total of money earned.

compare: to examine in order to note the similarities or differences 


dime: coin having a value of 10 cents


dollar: paper money having a value of 100 cents


half dollar: coin having a value of 50 cents


money: currency used as exchange for products and services


nickel: coin having a value of 5 cents


penny:  coin having a value of 1 cent


quarter: coin having a value of 25 cents


value: numerical worth or amount
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
