first Grade Mathematics – Cluster 9 Advanced





two and three digit computation


Students need to:


Add and subtract two-and three-digit whole numbers with and without regrouping.


Add and subtract money amounts to $1.00.


Find the missing number in an addition/subtraction sentence with whole numbers to 50.


Estimate sums and differences of two- and three-digit whole numbers.


Apply strategies to solve problems with whole numbers using estimation (use estimation to solve problems with whole numbers, estimate the number of objects in a set, use estimation to evaluate reasonableness of results)








Ways Parents Can Help


Practice reading three-digit numbers as they appear in the world around you with your child.


Use objects around the house (buttons, macaroni, pennies…) to add/subtract given numbers.


Estimate and then count quantities as they appear in the world around you with your child.  Try to count and look at a group of 10 as a reference point to help with the estimating.


Add and subtract two- and three-digit numbers with and without regrouping.


Add and subtract money using coin combinations to $1.00.


Use household items and a cup to hide some of them.  Hide a number of items under a cup and leave the remaining items out beside the cup.  Tell your child how many total items there were to start with and let them count the items on the outside of the cup.  Using these two numbers (total and remaining items) have them mathematically figure out how many items are hidden under the cup.





Key Vocabulary


addend: any number being added 17+23=40


addition: an operation that gives total number, or amount in all.


difference: the number that results from subtracting one number from another 24-9=15


estimation: the process of finding a number close to an exact amount


minuend: the number you subtract from 23-10=13


number sentence: an equation or inequality with numbers (3+4=7 or 3+4<8)


regrouping: (formerly known as carrying) to form into a new grouping (i.e. when adding 46+35, you start with 5 ones + 6 ones = 11 ones which is 1 ten and 1 one so the 1 ten is regrouped  with the other tens (4 and 3) and when added you have 8 tens (4+3+1=8) so 46+35=81


rounding:  a strategy used for estimating numbers 


subtraction: an operation that gives the difference between two numbers or amounts


subtrahend: the number being subtracted in a subtraction sentence (7-4=3)


sum: the number that results from adding two or more addends


three-digit: any number between 100 and 999
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
