Basic Facts and strategies


Students need to:


Demonstrate proficiency with addition and subtraction facts using a variety of strategies


Memorize all addition facts (addends to 10 and sums to 15)


Memorize all subtraction facts (minuends to 10)


Use mathematical strategies to solve problems in addition and subtraction


Explain and apply the Commutative and Zero Properties


Apply the concept of inverse operation (i.e. addition and subtraction, fact families)


Write a story problem that models addition and subtraction


Solve problems based on addition or subtraction situations


Select appropriate symbols (+, _, >, <, or =) to express relationships


Select appropriate symbols and operations (+, _, >, <, or =) to solve simple problems


Find the missing number in an addition/subtraction sentence with whole numbers up to 50





Ways Parents Can Help


Use addition fact strategies such as- doubles, doubles plus one, make a ten and counting on


Use subtraction fact strategies such as- counting back, and subtraction as an inverse


Create and solve addition and subtraction problems using real world objects found in the house such as food


Visit the county math website for links to fact practice sites


http://carrollk12.org/instruction/elemcurric/math/parent.HTM





Key Vocabulary


addend: any number used to get the sum or total 


Commutative Property: in addition, numbers may be added together in any order


fact family: a group of facts that share the same numbers


inverse operation: opposite or reverse operations (addition/subtraction are inverse operations)


minuend: the number you are subtracting from in a subtraction equation (15 – 3 = 12)


number sentence: an equation or inequality with numbers.  (3 + 4 = 7  or  3 + 4 < 8)


subtrahend: the number you are subtracting in a subtraction equation  (15 – 3 = 12)


sum: the total or whole amount; the result of adding


Zero Property: the sum of a number and zero is that number  (0 + 3 = 3)
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
