Students need to:





Use models, pictures and drawings to multiply a one-digit factor by a two-digit factor





Use models, pictures and drawings to divide a two-digit dividend by a one-digit divisor





Use models, pictures and drawings to connect multiplication and division algorithms





Identify and apply the concept of inverse operations to multiplication and division





Write a word problem based on multiplication or division number sentences





Ways Parents Can Help





Play concentration and match drawings and their multiplication number sentence (i.e. 12 x 3= 36)
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Use household items (beans, popcorn kernels, pennies…) to model division problems.  Plates can be used to “show” the divisor.





Write word problems based on a multiplication or division number sentence
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Key Vocabulary


divide: to place numbers or objects into equal groups


dividend: the number being divided


divisor: the number by which a dividend is being divided


fact family: a group of facts that share the same numbers


factor: the numbers or terms multiplied in an expression. (a factor times a factor equals the product)


inverse operation two operations the “undo” each other (e.g., addition and subtraction)


product: the result of multiplying one factor times another factor  8 x 8 = 64


quotient: the result of division	24 ( 3 = 8


remainder: the number left after the quotient is found
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
