Patterns and functions


Students need to:


Represent or analyze numeric patterns using skip counting by 2, 5, 10 or 100 starting with any whole number


Represent or analyze numeric patterns using skip counting by 3 or 4 starting with 0, 1, 2, 3 or 4


Represent or analyze numeric patterns using skip counting backward by 10 or 100 starting with any whole number


Represent or analyze growing patterns using symbols, shapes, designs or pictures starting at the beginning and showing at least 3 levels but no more than 5 and asking for the next level


Represent or analyze repeating patterns using symbols, shapes, designs or pictures with no more than 4 objects in the core of the pattern


Transfer a repeating pattern from one medium to two different media using no more than three different objects in the core of a pattern such as red, green, red, green…a,b,a,b… *,!,*,!





Ways Parents Can Help





Practice skip counting by 2, 5, 10, and 100 starting at any number.





Practice skip counting by 3 and 4 starting with 0, 1, 2, 3 or 4





Practice counting backward by 10 or 100 starting with any whole number





Use objects from around the house to create repeating patterns and have your child continue the pattern





Use objects from around the house to create growing patterns and have your child continue the pattern








Key Vocabulary

pattern: regularities in situations such as those in nature, events, shapes, designs, and sets of numbers 





skip counting: to count on or back in groups of the same size
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
