Probability and statistics


Students need to:


Make tables with no more than 4 categories and 1 set of data using whole numbers (0-1,000)


Make pictographs with scales 2:1, 4:1, or 10:1 using whole numbers (0-100)


Make single bar graphs with no more than 4 categories using intervals 1, 2, 5 or 10 using whole numbers (0-100)


Make line plots using a variety of intervals


Interpret tables with no more than 4 categories and 1 set of data using whole numbers (0-1,000)


Interpret pictographs with scales 2:1, 4:1, or 10:1 using whole numbers (0-100)


Interpret single bar graphs with no more than 4 categories using intervals 1, 2, 5 or 10 using whole numbers (0-100)


Interpret line plots using a variety of intervals


Describe the probability and determine the fairness by applying the terms more (or most) likely, less (or least likely), or equally likely


Identify possible outcomes and represent as a fraction that makes up the sample space for a given real life situation


Identify possible outcomes and represent as a fraction that makes up the sample space for a given experiment such as rolling a number cube, flipping a coin…








Ways Parents Can Help





Look for data displayed in graphs in the newspaper and ask your child to tell you what the graph tells you.





Make a graph of household chores or behaviors.





Use tally marks to collect household data.





Read, “Counting on Frank.” 





Have your child conduct a survey of family members and display the data.








Key Vocabulary


data: collection of information gathered from by observation, questioning or measurement and displayed in a graph or table for analysis


equally likely outcomes: events in a sample space that have the same probability of occurring


event: a possible outcome in probability


fraction: a number that names part of a whole or part of a set, and also represents division


frequency table; a display to show how often items, numbers or a range of numbers occur.


graph: a diagram that shows a collection of data


key: the information needed to read a picture graph or diagram


possible outcome: one of the possible results of a probability experiment


scale: choice of increments and range of numbers on an axis.


survey-to collect information from a set group


table: an organized chart used to show relationships between quantities.


tally marks: marks used to help when counting a large number
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
