Students need to:





Represent money amounts





Determine the value of a given set of mixed currency





Compare the value of two sets of mixed currency





Add and subtract money amounts 





Measure time in days, hours, minutes, and seconds and read an analog clock to the nearest minute





Determine elapsed time and end time in hour and half-hour intervals








Ways Parents Can Help





Provide your child with various money combinations and have them count the money to find the total amount.





Provide your child with two different sets of money and have them count the money for each set and then compare the amounts.





When purchasing something (food at a restaurant, clothes, toys…) let your child check the bill by adding or the change received by subtracting.





Ask your child to tell what time it is using an analog clock and a digital clock.





Practice elapsed time when doing activities of a certain length (i.e. cooking a meal, watching tv, sports practice…) have them tell what time the activity will end based on the start time.
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Key Vocabulary





analog clock: a clock with the numbers 1 to 12 around the face and rotating hands to show the hours, minutes and seconds.


change: the balance of money returned when an amount given is more than what is due; coins


digital clock: a clock that uses numerals to show the time


half hour: a period of 30 minutes; the middle point of an hour


quarter hour: fifteen minutes; the point on a clock's face marking either 15 minutes after or 15 minutes before an hour


value: numerical worth or amount
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
