Read, write, and represent whole numbers using symbols, words, or models (0 – 1,000,000)


Express whole numbers in expanded form


Identify the place value of a digit in a number


Compare or order no more than 4 whole numbers with or without using the symbols (<, >, or =)

Look for larger numbers in real life (newspaper, car ads…).  Ask your child questions about the number:


Can you read the number?


Can you write the number?


What digit is in the ___ place?


What is the value of the ___ digit?





Cut out numbers found in real life (newspaper, car ads…) and arrange them in order. 





Key Vocabulary


digit: symbols used to show numbers (0, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9)


expanded form:  a way of writing numbers to show place value.  Ex.  358 = 300 + 50 + 8


expression:  one or a group of mathematical symbols representing a number or quantity.  Ex.  6 + 7 - 3


period: a group of three places used for the digits in large numbers (the ones period, the thousands period, the millions period)


place value:  the value of a digit depending on its place in a number


standard form: a number written with one digit for each place value and commas separating periods  (2,345,786)


word form: a number written in words showing place value. (e.g., two thousand, four hundred twenty-five)
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
