Third Grade Mathematics – Cluster 2





Addition and subtraction


Students need to:


Automatically recall addition facts with addends to 10 and sums 1-18 within 3 seconds each.


Automatically recall subtraction facts with differences to 10, minuends to 18 and subtrahends within 3 seconds each.


Use rounding and estimation to justify the reasonableness of sums and differences.


Add 3 addends.


Subtract 3-digit whole numbers.


Complete a function table using a given addition or subtraction rule.


Identify and use the inverse operations in addition and subtraction.


Solve addition and subtraction word problems.


Use skip counting forward and backward to identify, describe, extend, and create numeric patterns.


Use operational symbols (+, -).


Use (<, >, =) to identify inequalities.


Find the missing number (unknown) in an equation

Use addition fact strategies such as- doubles, doubles plus one, make a ten and counting on


Use subtraction fact strategies such as- counting back, and subtraction as an inverse


Visit the county math website for links to fact practice sites


http://carrollk12.org/instruction/elemcurric/math/parent.HTM


Practice skip counting by 2, 3, 4, 5, 10, and 100





Key Vocabulary


addend: any number being added (3 + 4 =7)


difference: the number that results from subtracting one number from another (7 – 4= 3)


estimate: the process of finding a number close to an exact amount


function: a relationship that pairs each number in a given set of numbers with exactly one number in a second set of numbers


function table: a table used to show the relationship between sets of numbers and functions


inverse operation: two operations that “undo” each other (e.g., addition and subtraction)


number sentence: an equation or inequality with numbers ( 3 + 4 = 7  or  3 + 4 < 8)


pattern: regularities in situations such as those in nature, events, shapes, designs, and sets of numbers 


regroup: the use of place value to think of a number in a different way to make addition and subtraction easier (formerly known as carrying and borrowing)


round: giving an approximate number using a specific set of rules 


skip counting: to count on or back in groups of the same size


sum: the number that results from adding two or more addends
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
