Students need to:


Collect data by conducting surveys to answer a question





Organize and display data using line plots and frequency tables





Analyze and interpret line plots, line graphs, and single and double bar graphs





Find the range, median, and mode of a given set of data using whole numbers (0 – 100)





Identify positions on a coordinate plane, using whole numbers (0 – 20)








Ways Parents Can Help





Look for graphs in newspapers or other publications and talk with your child about the important elements of a graph:  title, axes, labels, and scale used.


Have your child record the temperature, at a certain time of day, for one month.  Then, construct a line graph showing the temperature change over the time period.


Write down the ages of all family members (include extended family, too!), then find the range, median, and mode of the age data.


Have your child draw a picture on a sheet of graph paper and record the ordered pairs used to make the picture.





Key Vocabulary


Coordinate plane:  a plane containing two perpendicular axes (x and y), intersecting at a point (0,0).


Data:  collection of information, gathered by observation, questioning, or measurement


Frequency table:  a table used to record data collected and their frequency.  Ex.  When a survey is done to see how many times students play a sport each week.


Line plot:  a number line long enough to include all numbers in a sample, showing an “X” or dot over the position corresponding to each number.  


Median:  the middle number in a set of data, when arranged in numerical order.


Mode:  the number that occurs the most in a set of data.


Range:  the difference between the highest and lowest numbers in a set of data.


Survey:  a method of collecting a sample of data by asking people questions
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
