Review mathematical properties of operations including identity, associative, commutative and zero


Identify the factors of whole numbers (0-24) and the first five multiples of any single digit whole number


Identify prime numbers less than 50


Write a word problem based on multiplication number sentences





Ways Parents Can Help





Play concentration and match drawings and their multiplication number sentence (i.e. 12 x 3= 36)

Key Vocabulary


Associative Property : a property of multiplication in which the regrouping of the factors does not change the outcome of the operations.  i.e., (ab)c = a(bc)


Commutative Property : a property of multiplication in which the product stays the same when the order of the factors is changed (i.e., ab = ba). 


Distributive Property : a property which establishes a relationship between multiplication and addition such that multiplication distributes across the addition [i.e., a(b+c) = ab + ac].


factor: the numbers or terms multiplied in an expression. (a factor times a factor equals the product)


Identity Property : the product of any factor and 1 is that factor. 7 x 1 = 7


product: the result of multiplying one factor times another factor  8 x 8 = 64


Zero Property : the product of a number and zero is 0.  3 x 0 = 0
