Ways Parents Can Help


Some games you can play at home:





Hit the Target: Remove the face cards from a deck of playing cards. Have one player close his or her eyes and choose one card from the deck. The number on that card is your target. Place the remaining cards face up on the playing surface. All players take turns looking for two cards that you can add, subtract, multiply or divide to get the number on the target card. Keep playing until no more combinations can be found that equal the target number. Repeat the game with a different target number.





Lightning: The dealer places five cards face up on the table. When all players are ready, the dealer then turn another card face up. This card is called the target card. Each player then tries to use addition, subtraction, multiplication and division to combine as many of the five cards as they can in such a way that the result is equal to the value of the target card. When a player has an answer, (s)he says, “Lightning” and must explain the solution. If the solution is correct, (s)he takes the cards (s)he used and the lightning card. New cards are filled in where there are holes and play continues. The object of the game is to collect the most cards.

For example: The player could say, “10- 5 = 5” in which case the player wins the 5 and 10 of hearts as well as the target card (the 5 of spades) or a player could say “9 minus 8 equals 1, times 10 equals 10, minus five equals 5” in which case the player would then win the 9, 8, 10, 5, and the target card of 5
