Third Grade Mathematics – Cluster 7





measurement


Students need to:


Estimate and determine the area and perimeter of geometric figures and pictures on a grid.


Determine the perimeter of polygons given the length of the sides.


Determine the area of rectangles given the length of the sides in whole numbers.


Estimate and determine length to the nearest centimeter or ½ inch.


Estimate and read temperature to the nearest degree in Fahrenheit and Celsius.


Estimate and determine weight of objects to the nearest pound or ounce.


Measure length of objects and pictures of objects using a ruler, tape measure, yardstick, or a meter stick to the nearest centimeter or ½ inch.


Measure capacity of containers to the nearest cup, pint, quart, gallon, milliliter, and liter using graduated containers.


Measure weight of objects to the nearest ounce and pound and the mass of an object to the nearest gram and kilogram.


Determine equivalent units of length (12 inches = 1 foot and 3 feet = 1 yard).
