Students need to:





Determine and use equivalent units within the same system with whole numbers – example: 60 min. = 1 hour





Determine elapsed or end time to the nearest minute





Use elapsed time to solve problems





Ways Parents Can Help





 Help your child solve real world elapsed time problems.  For example, if it is 5:15 when I put the dinner in the oven and it will be done at 6:05 – how long does it take to cook.





 Help your child solve real world end time problems.  For example, if it is 5:15 when I put the dinner in the oven and it has to cook for 55 minutes – what time will it be finished cooking. 





Key Vocabulary





Equivalent units: measurements that have the same value (8 ounces = 1 cup, 12 inches = 1 foot)





Analog clock: a standard clock containing an hour and minute hand





Digital clock: a clock which shows the time in digits; the hour and minutes are separated by : 





Elapsed Time: the amount of time between a beginning time and an ending time
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
