Students need to:


Use standard units and select appropriate tools within the customary and metric system to measure objects to the nearest 1/8 inch or millimeter


Determine start, elapsed, and end time to the nearest minute


Determine equivalent units of measurement using seconds, minutes, and hours, or pints, quarts, and gallons


Estimate and determine weight to the nearest ounce or gram


Estimate and determine capacity to the nearest ounce








Ways Parents Can Help


Measure different things around the house or have them find objects that are a certain measurement (in metric or customary).


Figure out the elapsed time that it took to complete their homework or eat dinner.


Have them measure things in quarts, pints, and cups or have them bake and measure the ingredients.

Measure five items to the nearest 1/8 or 1/4 inch. Organize the lengths from longest to shortest.
