Students need to:


Develop and expand understanding of whole numbers through two-digit multipliers by estimating products





Divide and estimate quotients of up to a 3-digit dividend by a 1-digit divisor using whole numbers and no remainders





Select the appropriate operational (+,-, x, ÷) and relational symbols (>,<,=) to express relationships and solve problems





Solve for an unknown in an equation





Interpret or write the rule for a one-operation (+,-,x) function table using whole numbers or decimals with no more than two decimal places





Complete/create a one-operation (+,-,x) function table using whole numbers or decimals with no more than two decimal places to solve a real world problem

Key Vocabulary


dividend : the number being divided in a division problem


divisor : a number that divides into the dividend


equation : a mathematical statement containing an equals sign


estimation : an approximate often based on rounding


function table:  a table which repeats a rule to determine how each input will be changed to produce each output.


quotient : the answer in a division problem				
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
