Fourth Grade Mathematics – Cluster 6 Advanced





computation – fractions


Students need to:


Add and subtract proper fractions or mixed numbers with denominators as factors of 24 and answers in simplest form





Use estimation to solve problems with fractions





Identify or determine equivalent forms of proper fractions





Compute 10, 20, 25, 50 and 100 percent of a number





Determine possible outcomes of two independent events with no more than four outcomes each, using an organized list or tree diagram





Find the probability of an event with equally likely outcomes and express the probability as a fraction with no more than 20 outcomes











Ways Parents Can Help





Use measuring cups to help find equivalent fractions (1/2 holds the same as 2/4 because 1/2 = 2/4)





Practice adding fractions and mixed numbers





Practice subtracting fractions and mixed numbers





Use sale ads, or solve while shopping the percent off of an item.





Discuss possible outcomes when playing a game (what is the probability that you will role a 6?)





Key Vocabulary


denominator:  the quantity below the line in a fraction, it tells the number of equal parts into which the whole is divided


equivalent form: numbers or expressions that have the same value


estimation:  the process of finding a number close to an exact amount


least common denominator: the smallest common multiple of the denominators of two or more fractions


mixed numbers: a number that has a whole number (not 0) and a fraction   i.e.  2 ½


numerator:  the quantity above the line in a fraction, it tells the number of equal parts being used


outcome: one of the possible events in a probability situation


percent: a special ratio that compares a number to 100 and uses the % sign (i.e.  ½ = 50%)


proper fraction: a fraction less than 1  - the numerator is less than the denominator


simplest form: a fraction in which the greatest common factor of the numerator and denominator is 1
