Division Computation of Whole Numbers and Decimals





Students need to:





Estimate to determine the approximate quotients of decimals using a decimal with no more than 4 digits in the dividend divided by a 2-digit whole number.





Apply given formulas to a problem solving situation





Divide decimals using a decimal with no more than 5 digits divided by a whole number with no more than 2 digits without annexing zeros (0-1,000)





Divide a decimal by a decimal





Ways Parents Can Help





Have your child divide money amounts when they opportunity arises (restaurant, store…)





Practice estimation skills in a restaurant by figuring out what the approximate quotient will be when the total check amount is divided by the number of people.














Key Vocabulary





decimal : a number containing a decimal point written in base ten





dividend: the number being divided





divisor: the number by which a dividend is being divided





estimate : to give an approximate value rather than an exact answer





quotient: the result of division.	24 ( 3 = 8
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
